COURSE DESCRIPTION: Medical terminology is designed to develop a working knowledge of the medical language. Students will acquire the necessary word-building skills by learning prefixes, suffixes, roots, and abbreviations. This class will utilize the body system approach through definition, interpretation, and pronunciation of terms relating the structure and function to each system.
COURSE OBJECTIVES:

Human Structure & Function

· Identify basic prefixes, suffixes & combining forms to create medical terms associated with body structure & function of each body system.

· Describe body planes, directional terms, quadrants, & cavities.

· Utilize abbreviations, acronyms, & symbols related to body structure & function.

· Spell & define specific terms related to body systems.

· Analyze body systems changes in diseases, disorders, & wellness.

· Utilize medical dictionaries & multimedia resources to interpret medical terminology associated with diseases & disorders of the body.

Communication Skills

· Pronounce medical terms.

· Translate medical terms to conversational language to facilitate communication.

· Organize, write, & compile technical information & summaries.

· Read & interpret technical material related to healthcare.

· Evaluate the use of written language in a variety of healthcare scenarios.

Standards focus on the foundations of medical terminology & on each of the body systems, to include the following:

TEXBOOK & MATERIALS: The textbook you will be using is Building a Medical Vocabulary, 5th Edition by Peggy C. Leonard. This will be a classroom set but will be available for checkout as needed. Students are responsible to have their own class supplies. This includes (but not limited to) notebook, pen/pencil, note cards, & colored pencils/markers.
CLASSROOM MANAGEMENT
1. Cell phones, CD/MP3 players & gaming devices are not allowed in the classroom.

COURSE POLICIES

· Bell Ringers

· Bell ringers are a thought provoking question, review of previous lesson, or an introduction to the upcoming lesson.
· When the bell rings, the student must be working on the bell ringer. Write down the date & answer to the question. Keep all bell ringers on the same page until they are due (every five bell ringers).

· Class participation

· Each student is responsible to participate in the activities assigned. This includes, but not limited to, group projects, presentations, class activities, etc. 

· Missed exams/assignments

· Students are responsible to make up work/exams due to an absence.  The student is responsible to obtain missing work before or after school (not during class time).

· Tardy Policy
· You must be inside the classroom & seated in your assigned seat when the bell rings. The tardy policy will go as follows:
· 1st offense …warning
· 2nd offense…detention with the teacher before or after school (15 minutes)


· 3rd offense…detention with the teacher before or after school (30 minutes) and parent contact.

· 4th offense…student is referred to the administration.

· Academic Integrity

· Students will receive a zero on any assignment/project/test where cheating has occurred and will receive a referral.
